4.Battery charging time is about 5H, please charge more than 6H for the
first time use.

5.Product Function Description

Main Interface
The function design is simple and generous, from left to right are: On/Off, Tone,
Rhythm, Transpose, Volume -, Volume +, Metronome, Record/Play, Start/Stop.

Switch on/off

1. Press and hold for 2 seconds to turn on the power, the speaker will make a
“ticking’ sound, which means the power is on.

2. When the device is on, press and hold for 2 seconds to switch off, the speak-

er willemita ‘tick’ sound to indicate the device is off.

Tone

1. Press and hold the tone key + number key or long press the tone key + short
press the volume key, you can switch the tone.

2. Double-click the Tone key to restore the default piano tone.

3. Tone range (0~127) See the attached tone table for detailed tones.




Rhythm
1. Press the Rhythm key to start the rhythm, and press it again to switch off the
rhythm.

2. Press and hold the Rhythm key + number keys to adjust the tempo. Long
press Rhythm + short press Volume Up/Down key to switch up/down different
rhythms.

3. Rhythm range (0~127). See the attached rhythm table for detailed rhythm.

Transpose

1. Press Transpose to adjust the key of C-B, double click to restore the default
key, transpose the key of G~#F, the default key is C.

Short press the transpose key: C, #C, D, bE, E, F, #F, G, bA, A, bB, B, C...
where G~B is one octave lower.

2.Press and hold the transpose key to play the demonstration song, and press
and hold the transpose key and number keys to select the corresponding
demonstration song. Press and hold the transpose key again while playing the
demonstration song, it will stop playing the demonstration song.
3.Demonstration song range (0~28). For details of the demonstration songs,
please refer to the attached demonstration song list.

Volume up and down keys
1. You can adjust the volume level, volume range (0~15).
2. The volume at power on is the volume at the last power off.

Metronome

1. Press the metronome function to start the default: four-one beat.

2. Press the second to adjust to: four-two beat.

3. Press the third: four-three beat.

4, Press fourth: four-four beat.

5, Press fifth: metronome stop.

6. Press and hold metronome key + number keys to adjust metronome speed.
Press and hold metronome key + short press plus or minus volume key to
switch metronome type.




Recording
Long press the Record button to start recording, short press the Record button

once to pause the recording, short press the Record button to play the recording
after pause.

Start/Stop/Function Keys
1. Press the Stop key to pause playback when playing rhythm, demo, metro-

nome, or recording.
2. Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function key while pressing the corresponding

key to use the corresponding compound function.
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6.Compound Functions

Dual Keypad
Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function key and at the same time press the Dual

Keyboard (A2) to switch on the Dual Keyboard key, and then press the Dual
Keyboard key again to switch off the Dual Keyboard key function with a ‘tick ™ .

Keyboard Drum
Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function key while pressing the Keyboard Drum

key (B2), the keyboard drum function will be switched on with a click, and the
keyboard drum function will be switched off with a click when operated again.




Sound Delay

Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function key and press the sustain (C1), a 'tick’
will switch on the sustain function, and another ‘tick’  will switch off the sustain
function.

Speed

Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function key and press Speed (D1) at the same
time, ‘Tick’ will turn on the speed function, and ‘Tick’ will turn off the speed
function once more.

Force Switch

Press and hold the Start/Stop/Function button and press the Force switch (F1)
at the same time, the Force function will be switched on with a ‘Tick’ , and the
Force function will be switched off with another ‘Tick ™ .

Numeric Keys
0~9: With the keys of Tone, Rhythm, Transpose, etc., you can quickly adjust the
tone, demonstration song, tempo, etc.

Auto Power Off
Auto power off after 10 minutes of no operation.

Low Battery Indication
When the battery is low, the speaker will beep every 1T minute to indicate that the
battery is low and should be recharged as soon as possible.
